At 9:01 a.m. Mayor Turner called the meeting to order and recognized Council Member Pollard
for the Invocation and he led the Pledge of Allegiance.

This is for Council Members, this meeting is being recorded
and he is requesting for them to speak slowly and clearly, this will help the City Secretary, the
Close Captioner and the General Public. During the Roll Call they established a quorum to note
who is in attendance and if you have to leave the meeting please say their name and tell them
what they are doing, if you are leaving for a short while or if you are leaving the meeting
completely, please let them know or otherwise they will assume that they are present. If they are
making a Motion or Seconding a Motion or Tagging an Item, they need the Council Members to
state their name and action clearly for the record. When they are voting, and they want to vote
no, please say that out loud and state their name for the record. In addition, as always silence
during a vote will be considered a yes vote and please type speak in the Chat room to be
recognized to “speak” and then the Agenda Director will be monitoring the Chat and will provide
him their names. Please don't use the Chat Room just for chatting. Please mute themselves when
they are not speaking and unmute themselves when they are recognized to speak. Then for the
Public Speakers which they have several of them that are scheduled to speak for this morning at
9:30 a.m. and in order to be recognized as a public Speaker, they have to sign up with the City
Secretary’s Office by 3:00 p.m. yesterday. The Interim City Secretary will call the names in the
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order that the public signed up. For today’s Consolidated City Council Session, the Public Session
will happen in the middle of the meeting and he will announce when they are moving to the Public
Session and they will do that as close to 9:30 a.m. as possible and when their name is called and
this is for the public, when your name is called, press *6 to unmute themselves and then please
remute themselves after their time and comments are heard and they will have 1,2 or 3 minutes
to speak and the bell will ring. They can only speak when recognized and those are the rules.

At 9:12 a.m. Mayor Turner moved to the Mayor’s report.

MAYOR'S REPORT

Mayor Turner stated that all eyes will be on the sky or glued to the television when Space X
launches NASA Astronauts for the first time later today. The launch will take place at the Kennedy
Space Center in Florida and they want to extend their best wishes and prayers for a safe flight to
NASA Astronauts Bob Behnken and Doug Hurley who live in the Houston area and they train for
this mission at the Johnson Space Center. The lift off is around 3:32 p.m. Houston time and as
things return to normal, we certainly what to lift them up, pray for them and wish them a successful
flight.

As we start to open back and phasing things in some degree of normality, as more businesses
are starting to re-open and Houston is also phasing in a normal routine and they will be doing so
in a way that provides a safe environment for employees and the general public. To ensure the
safety of the employees and the public visiting City facilities and beginning June 1%, temperature
check’s will be performed at the entrance of all City Facilities, all individuals on City premises
must wear a mask or facial covering upon entry and social distancing at least 6 feet and this is an
example of what they are doing at the Federal Court House, they are requiring the same thing
and at the Federal Court House the Marshalls have the authority to say to people that you can’t
come in and there will be signs all over the City building keeping people informed.

The City of Houston Municipal Courts Department will resume a modified operation including all
jury, judge, trials, jury, arraignments and parking adjudication duty on Monday June 1, 2020. It is
also extending the rest period for cases that were scheduled during the Stay at Home Work Safe
Order and the reset will be given in person only at the Herbert W. Gee Municipal Courthouse at
1400 Lubbock, 77002 each Saturday in June. Reminder that the Houston Health Department and
Agency partners are providing free COVID-19 test across Houston this week and they can go to
HoustonEmergency.org to find the locations.

Hurricane Season is coming up and it starts next Monday and forecast are predicting above
normal Atlantic Hurricane Season this year, there is a lot of discussion how a portioned storm
compounded with this global pandemic and like he encourages everyone each year and this year
he encourages to add few things to their list and that is mask, face covering, some gloves just in
case they have to bunk up or leave. He will have more to say on this next week with the Office of
Emergency Management.

Next Friday, he wants to invite everyone on June 5™, this is for the High School Seniors. The
program is going to be for Seniors from HISD, Aline, Alief, Spring Branch and Spring. The program
is going to be an exciting one and some big names are going to be joining and to please stay tune
for more information for the program. It's June 5" at 6:30 p.m. it will be in person at the High
School grounds but separated from their parents, families and friends and a virtual experience for
everyone else.
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They are going to continue having these meetings virtually June 2", June 3" and then June 9"
but it's his intent to meet in person on June 10" for the budget itself. June 10" they will return to
the Chamber. He also wants to speak about the Census and we are at 51% which means 49% of
our people have not responded to the Census. They have a lot of work to do and they have to do
a major push and to come up with some creative ways with touching base with populations within
our respective City that has yet to respond to the Census and the deadline is not until October
but we don’t want to wat until then, we need to get way above 65% in the month of June and July
and try to get 90% before all is said and done.
