MAYOR'S REPORT

Mayor Turner stated that the threat COVID-19 poses to the community right now is higher then
it existed in March, April and May. There is a severe/uncontrolled spread between families,
friends and places of businesses. They are also seeing higher cases in the Houston Hispanic
community and the Houston Health Department would soon announce a plan to focus more on
that community and that will be submitted later this week, they are going to specifically target the
COVID-19 spread for the communities that are underserved and under resourced communities
of color. The sites are to reach people of vulnerable populations and people with high risk health
issues. Prior to this week at their biggest testing sites, they are able to test up to 500 a day and
they are reaching their capacity before noon and they are increasing from 500 to 650 for both of
those sites. Hopefully it will address some of the increases in demand.

Mayor Turner stated the 4™ of July of this year will be a virtual celebration, we are not going to
have the big festival and bring everyone Downtown. The Houston Symphony, Lyle Lovett and
many others will be performing at Jones Hall. There will not be an audience there, but it will be
aired on live television. There will be 15-minute fireworks show and they encourage people to
watch it on television, backyards, some place like that because they are not setting up Eleanor
Tinsly Park. We are encouraging people to watch it at a distance and socially Distance, but the
Independence Day celebration will be a virtual experience. It does not undermine the experience
of what this day means but we want to celebrate it in a very special way. Even with it being a
virtual celebration the sponsor that have setup and this is the Shell's Freedom Over Texas event
and Shell has set up for this virtual event. He wants to thank Shell and all of the sponsors who
are participating in this virtual experience. The entertainers will reflect the diversity of City of
Houston. it will be live stream from 6:30 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. on ABC 13 and other platforms.
