* Copies of your important papers
* First aid kit
* Radio with extra batteries
* Toiletries / clothes / blankets
* Feminine Hygiene products
* Food & Water (7-day supply for each person in your household)

e Cash

* Include items that can help protect you and others from COVID-19:
* Hand sanitizer
* Bar or liguid soap
* Cloth face coverings per person

* Medications (prescriptions should have a 5-day supply)
e Special Care ltems
* Infant formula and diapers if applicable
» Pet safety kit, immunization records, leash or collar, microchip information
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BE INFORMED

ALERT SYSTEMS

* AlertHouston- delivers critical information to Houston
residents regarding current conditions, expected
impacts, and protective actions to keep themselves and
their loved ones safe.
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* Register for emergency alerts through email, text
message, voice call, or mobile app push notification.
Free program but you must register.

Wait for official instructions to
return.

Be prepared to be without basic
utilities and services for some time.

Disasters can cause damage to
homes and create safety hazards.

Discard all food that has been left
unrefrigerated or has been
damaged.

You should continue to use
ﬁreventive actions like washing your
ands and wearing a face covering
during clean up or when returning

home.

* Depending on the size and scale of the

emergencY, some disaster assistance may
be available from FEMA and other
agencies.

Check with these agencies and
community organizations for assistance.
