STAY SAFE!

(vehicle, motorcycle, bicycle, 

etc.).  

• Be well rested before driving: 

take rest breaks in safe and 

appropriate areas as needed.

• Reduce your stress!                       

Pre-plan your trip and allow plenty 

of time to get to your destination. 

• Be patient and courteous to other 

drivers. Remember they have 

families too. 

• Do not take other drivers’ actions 

personally; take the high road. 

• Keep your cool in traffic. 

• Avoid aggressive driving. 

STAY FOCUSED! 

• Driving requires your full attention. 

Avoid distractions such as texting, 

eating, or drinking. Avoid using any 

type of electronic device unless it is 

an emergency. 

• Continually monitor current traffic 

conditions.                                            

Be alert of situations that may 

require defensive driving actions to 

be taken.
